e The 1* Golden Age Gym Festival 2008 is a meeting for the 50plus age group offering a wide range
of sports, social and cultural activities.

e Gymnasts from groups or clubs belonging to the UEG member federations are eligible for
participation.

e Participation requires the agreement of the national federation, which is also responsible for the final
registration of groups from their country to the OC Golden Age 2008. The OC will inform UEG and
the correspondent member federation about your registration.

e |f a UEG member federation is not active, groups can send their final registration straight to the OC
Golden Age 2008, but they shall inform their national federation.

e All groups are expected to take an active part in the programme and shape the week’s events by
contributing with their own performances and in the workshop activities.

e All groups are represented by their group leaders during the entire stay.

Registration Procedure

Group Performances

The registered groups will perform twice during the 1% Golden Age Gym Festival 2008. The groups will
present their performances on 3 open-air stages in Maspalomas.

There performances will take place in the Shopping Centre Yumbo, the Shopping Centre Plaza de
Maspalomas and in the park of San Fernando. The performances using apparatus will be held in Plaza
Maspalomas and Parque San Fernando.

From Monday to Wednesday the performances will be shown on all three stages. At 8 p.m. on Thursday the
20™, November 2008 the Gala Golden Age will start at the stage “Centro Comercial Yumbo”. At 8 p.m. on
Friday the 21, November 2008 the closing ceremony for the Golden Age Gym Festival 2008 will finish at the
stage “Centro Comercial Yumbo” the event.

At 5 p.m. we arrive in El Aaiun the former Spanish capital
of SAHARA. By jeeps we will transferred to the residence Vila Sahara / Hotel
Parador (4****). In the evening we walk through the popular market, where we can
find the “chilaba” or the turban, which is very useful in the SAHARA. We will have
dinner at the residence at 9:30 p.m. On Saturday we start with a panoramic visit to
the city of El Aauin and viewing the contrasts of the former Spanish architecture with
the modern side of the city. After the lunch in the residence we drive to the desert by
jeeps following the routes of the herder of camels and dromedars. Samara, Al
Mahhass, Daoura are some of the locations depending from the local conditions. We
will camp at one of the camel herds hosted in the Jaimas — the typical tents for the
deserts of the nomads. We share the dinner together with a Saharan tee and camel
milk in a Nuala (the nomads meeting point). Please take a sleeping bag for the case
of good weather! On Sunday after the breakfast we follow the hard work of the
herdsman crossing the dunes. We will try to achieve the highest points of the dunes
to get an overview of this magnificent landscape and to arrive a fountain where the
camels are recovering from the long trip through the desert.

We will
have lunch together at the Residence and the rest of the time is free time till the
departure to the airport at 6 p.m. We expect the arrival at Maspalomas at 9:30 p.m.
